Our vote last week sent a clear message to Ralphs, Vons and Albertsons that six months 
of negotiating was long enough and we want a fair contract now. 

We do not want to go on strike. That’s why your union returned to the bargaining table 
last week to work with the employers to get a fair contract. 

But the employers are not budging off the proposals we overwhelmingly rejected in last 
week’s vote:

- No wage increases for anyone except those at the top of the pay scale.
- Reduced contributions to the health care trust fund, putting the entire fund at 

risk of bankruptcy.
- And the introduction of a third tier pay scale.

This is unacceptable.

We successfully negotiated contracts with Stater Bros. and Gelsons on time. But Ralphs, 
Vons and Albertsons continue to stall and demand unfair concessions.  

We must start making preparations to take action.

It’s time to stand up and we’re counting on you to stand with us in our fight to increase 
our wages and protect our benefits.
